Provenance stories from the incunabula of the Paul and Alexandra Canellopoulos Museum.
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The collections of the Paul and Alexandra Canellopoulos Museum include a considerable
number of rare books that have been published from the 15th to the 19th century.

Among them, the copies of two most important Greek incunabula printed in Venice are of
special scholarly interest. They consist, on the one hand of the second volume of the first
edition of the [Works] of Aristotle (1495-1498) by the great humanist printer Aldus Manutius,
and on the other hand, the first edition of the work Etymologicum Magnum (Great
Etymological Dictionary), which was edited by Markos Mousouros and printed in one of the
two first Greek printing houses, that of Nikolaos Vlastos and Zacharias Kalliergis.



Based on the evidence of ownership that each copy bears, i.e. handwritten notes, dedications,
signatures, "marginalia", "maniculae" and ex-libris, that lead to Silvestros the hierodeacon

from loannina, Konstantinos A. Karatheodoris and the Biblioteca Terzi, the Library of the
family of Marquis Terzi in Bergamo, an attempt is made to trace the paths and ownership

histories of the two specimens.
