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The presentation deals with the presence of incunabula in Corfu, in the years
preceding the Union of the island with the Greek State, through catalogs of private
libraries and wills.

The idea of creating a public library was conceived in the last years of the Venetian
domination of the island, but became reality during the French domination. During
the lonian State era, private book collections were sold or given as gifts to enrich the
Public Library. The library catalogs reveal how their shelves included a significant
number of incunabula, usually of Latin and Italian works but also of Greek ones.

The presence of incunabula in the private book collections of Corfiot owners
together with the numerous incunabula included in the Guilford collection
documents the circulation and use of incunabula on the lonian island with its
particular cultural identity, until the 19th century.
