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The incunabula collection of Aristotle University of Thessaloniki consists of six editions
in seven copies. Four editions in five copies are in the Central Library of the University
and the other two books are in the Library of Classical Literature and Ancient History
(201) of the Classics Department at the new building of the Faculty of Philosophy.
Excepting the monastery libraries, the library of Aristotle University of Thessaloniki is
the library with the biggest incunabula collection outside Attica, despite the small
number of its books. The most distinctive feature of the collection is the fact that most
of the books relate to Greek refugees, whether they come from parts of modern
Turkey or they belonged to the Greek community of Egypt and they come from this
African country. Based on the incunabula collection of Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki, this paper aims to show the relation of the Greek refugees to this type
of books through their material evidence and their historical background.
