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This presentation will provide an overview of the archival evidence known to date concerning
private, monastic and church libraries in Crete during the last two centuries of the Venetian
rule. A major source for these collections of books, printed or in manuscript form, are the
documents found in the archival series of Duca di Candia and Notai di Candia, preserved in
the State Archive of Venice. The titles of the books are catalogued in wills, in property transfer
acts, debt settlements, (ante or post mortem) property inventories and valuations, as well as
in deeds of appointment of priests or election of abbots. The documents thus allow us to have
a broader picture of the reading needs and intellectual horizons of the library owners, of the
educational attainment in the cities and in the countryside of the island, and also to enter to
the world of the daily life of the book owners and to know about the particular books’ value,
monetary or symbolic. Particular reference will be made to the minimum extant documents
regarding the circulation of printed books in the island since the late fifteenth century, and
also to the limited evidence related to the fate of attested book collections in Venetian Crete.
