User education programs in Law Library and Classics

Abstract

The informal user education programs organized by two departmental libraries,
one at the School of Law and the other at the School of Philosophy in National
and Kapodistrian University of Athens, are described in this paper. The aim of
the programs, which are mainly addressed to students, is to help them get
acquainted with the use of the departmental libraries in their physical location,
and to introduce them to the digital information services related to Law and
Classics and offered by the University.

The issues emerging from the informal setting of the programs, the problematic
organizational structure and the absence of a central library system are
discussed in relation to the peculiarities of the educational process in the
Departments. Information literacy actions are considered absolutely necessary.
Within this context simple practices are proposed, tailor-made to the needs of the
specific libraries, which although exceptionally have shown interesting results.

Finally the need for adaptation of international information literacy standards
and best practices is stressed by Greek academic libraries building
collaborations on disciplinary basis.
