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The Use of Bibliometric methods in biomedical libraries
Abstract

Bibliometrics can be used by biomedical library services to support the strategic planning of the
libraries and to support the research activities of biomedical researchers. The aim of this paper is to
demonstrate why, and how, biomedical library services can use bibliometric (or scientometric)
methods. The methods include a comparison of two perspectives on bibliometrics (or scientometrics),
together with a discussion of way in which bibliometrics contributes to return on investment
calculations for e-resources. Scientometric calculations generally refer to the assessment of the research
productivity of an institution or a country, bibliometric calculations generally refer to the assessment of
the research performance of individual researchers, or the value/prestige of a journal. There are several
measures that are commonly applied, but also considerable debate about the validity of some of the
measures. Funding bodies and governments are interested in the outcomes of their funding and policy
initiatives, to assess and compare the prestige of researchers, through the number of research grants, the



number of papers published and the number of citations received. Individual researchers are also
interested in their h- index (a measure of individual research prestige). As far as the strategic planning
concerned the library needs to ensure that the e-resources purchased by the library, or a consortium of
libraries, meet its needs. To justify the costs, and to demonstrate that the library service is a benefit, not
just a cost, the library service may need to do "return on investment" calculations. This is complicated
by decisions about what should be included in the library budget for this calculation, and how the
library contribution to successful research grant proposals (through citations to subscription e-
resources) can be fairly assessed. The conclusions are that biomedical library services need to be able
to apply a toolkit of bibliometric indicators for research support (to demonstrate the value of the
research done by the organization) and for strategic library planning (to demonstrate the value of the
library to the organization).
