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Abstract

Modern society needs a modern system of higher education with emphasis on
knowledge management, information technologies and lifelong learning. The
academic institutions are called upon to play a dominant role as a research and
education centers for training and preparation of the citizens of the 21st century,
taking responsibility to come con-fronted with the changes. In the light of the
requirements for e-learning, universities need to embrace all the opportunities
arising from the information technology and communica-tions.

A learning portal can be defined as a unique integrated point that offered a
useful and comprehensive access to information. It includes search tools,
teaching resources, interac-tive training materials, tools, interpersonal
communication, technical training, evaluation, etc. In addition to their action as
gateways and organizers of contents, the portals offer access to quality
information and learning sources encouraging interactivity with its source but
also with other learners, while supporting new models of teaching, learning and
research.

Believing that the decision to implement an academic portal that will enhance
the learn-ing opportunities should take into account not only the educational
and economic objec-tives but also issues like access, flexibility, innovation,
personalization, reliability and quality of information. Based on these principles
and the opinions of academics, the Spanish took the decision to create the portal
e-COMS. A generalized portal that is suit-able for all students who need to
acquire skills and training to information literacy.

A similar initiative to create portal could be supported by Hellenic Academic
Library Link in Greece, in cooperation with the relevant departments of library
and information science, since the information literacy is a key objective of
library science. A portal that will promote the establishment and upgrading of
educational material, promote informa-tion literacy to students and encourage
their participation in the autonomous learning process.
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
