Information literacy programs help students develop skills to efficiently use and
evaluate information. Online information literacy programs developed by
academic libraries in the United States, Australia and the United Kingdom
highlight the need for systematic education and training in searching
information, evaluating and composing essays and copyright issues.

In this paper we explore the
information literacy program developed by the library of the technological
educational institute of Thessaloniki. The online information literacy program
presented and analyzed in this paper consists of the following modules:
