We live in a world of rapid change and a ceassléss explosion of in-
formation and knowledge and every country's need to improve and
speed up the canalization of old and new knowledge towards those who
have the need to know is intensified. informatien, which is vital to cultu-
ral, sconomic and scientific development, has to circulate swiftly to all
members of the community if full socio-economic growth is to be
achieved.

As this premigse becomes even more valid in the case of modern
Cyprus, where the last ten years have seen so many changes, libraries
are called upon to play an increasingly important role both in providing
the resource materials and in educating patrons in their use.

Two basic requirements to bring libraries up to their users’ expecta-
tions are: first the staff should be well able to manage the many and var-
ied types of resource media, and second authorities should recognise
the need for regarding the national library and information services as
one integrated system.

This symposium will cover topics relating both to the present condi-
tion of library service in Cyprus and to its future development, with spe-
cial emphasis on the need for a proper organisation operated by profes-
siohal staft in close cooperation with each other.

The symposium will be directed by Andreas Sophocleous, president
of the Cyprus Association of Communication Arts.
