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Abstract

In the new academic library the librarian’s role is continuously changing. The
teaching of information literacy skills is included in his tasks more often than
not. Librarians and information professionals need to know and use educational
methods and techniques with the same level of expertise as their traditional
practices of their profession.

But, do the current instruction librarians have the essential abilities and
experiences to correspond effectively in the multidimensional requirements of
this work?

The aim of this paper is to present realities, situations and practices, and
sentiments, which are daily met by several librarians, who practise educational
work. It is based on the study of literature, but also on the mention of
experiences and incidents.

The paper is separated in two parts: the first examines the academic libraries
adaptation to the new educational environment, showing relations of information
literacy with lifelong learning and society. In the second part, the paper examines
the instruction librarian’s profile and indicates simple practices and ways, with
which he can supplement or improve his teaching and training skills.

In conclusion, the paper suggests that, in the frames of the educational role of
librarians, academic libraries have to reinforce and support the continuing
education of their staff. The development and application of a set of basic
proficiencies and skills for instruction librarians will contribute in this prospect.
