Abstract

Since 2004, the Eugenides Foundation Library has been running two
information literacy seminars. The first one, which has been conducted in
cooperation with the Hellenic Ministry of Education Official Educational Portal,
aims at informing educators on information literacy issues; participants have the
opportunity not only to attend pertinent presentations but also to get to grips
with what they hear, by working on specially developed information searching
scenarios. The second seminar, carried out in cooperation with educators, is
designed for students. The aim is to familiarize them with the ways of searching,
selecting and evaluating information, through tasks of collecting material for
their school assignments, using a variety of sources (printed and electronic). This
lecture will present both of the above seminars and furthermore ideas and
questions stemming from them and specifically related to Greek reality
