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Abstract

The information and communication technology has drastically changed the
environment in the field of education, work and daily life for a significant
percentage of people in Greece. For this reason it was necessary to launch a
series of surveys designed to map the level of information literacy in Greece.

The first survey was aimed at students and faculty of the Department of
Marketing of Technological Education Institution (TEI) of Thessaloniki
(Korompili, Tilikidou, 2005) with the aim to provide useful data for planning
effective education on the Information Literacy in TEI.

The next survey (Korobili, Tilikidou, Delistavrou, 2006) was intended to examine
the use of library resources, focusing on e-sources, by the faculty of a
Technological Education Institution in Thessaloniki, Greece; to reveal the factors
which influence the effective use of sources for academic duties;

The third survey (Korobili, Malliari, Christodoulou, 2008) was addressed to all
profes-sional and paraprofessional staff of the academic libraries in Greece and
Cyprus and had as a purpose to record the attitudes and perceptions of Greek
librarians regarding infor-mation literacy programs and their preparedness for
such programs. The study was tar-geted at all professional and paraprofessional
staff of the academic libraries in Greece and Cyprus.

The fourth survey (Korobili, Malliari, Christodoulou, 2008), which has just
completed and was addressed to all students of TEI, aimed to explore the way
the students use the information sources and if they develop any kind of
information literacy skills during their studies.

While, the fifth survey (Korompili, Daniilidou, Malliari, Christodoulou), which is
in pro-gress, concerns secondary education teachers in order to identify the
contribution of Pub-lic Secondary Education in developing information literacy
skills.

By most proven the need, and in an effort to contribute the development of
information literacy skills, the Department of Library Science and Information
Systems of TEI of Thessaloniki offers now, in its new curriculum, a course of
Information Literacy. A course which aims to provide the students with the
needed skills in order to be able to support and manage effectively informational
literacy courses / seminars in any working environment.
