Distinguished guests,
Dear Delegates,

Radio television, Dr Eugenia Kefalinaiou for taking the initia-
tive to assume the current organization. This organization is
very important and honourable to our country as it is the first
international organization in the frame of IFLA during the his-
tory of library happenings of our country.

The organization also gains a special importance for the
global library community, because it is organized in a country
with great spiritual and cultural heritage and tradition, which
has contributed significantly to the form of our modern civi-
lization.

Nowadays, in the era of new technologies, libraries remain
an entire world of knowledge, information and communication
with citizens and a prime institution for education and culture.
This world is composed by the timeless and irreplaceable
value of the book, the means by which all generations of peo-
ple have acquired the skills to explain the world, to understand
their problems and contribute to the progress and develop-
ment of society.

The new compositions arising at international level now
provide different cultural backgrounds and societies that until
recently were relatively uniform while today they are facing un-
precedented problems.

The new environment shaped by the Library as a meeting
place, as a place of knowledge's discovery, promotion of read-
ing love, familiarity with new technologies and meeting with
other people , plays an important role in social cohesion lay-
ing the foundations for informed citizens , able to meet the in-
creasing demands of modern times .

In the field of libraries, partnerships at local, national and
international level gain significant importance , as well as the
use of new technologies and their integration into library’s op-
erations so that citizens can get the necessary skills in order to
enter and adapt to the digital time.

The contribution of the Librarian is also crucial in this new
environment for the existence and functioning of all systems of
information and management. Last but not least, his role in the
inside and outside of the library is also very important.

Dear Delegates,

As far as the role of the Association of Greek Librarians and
Information Scientists is concerned, as the only expression of

the collective body of professionals at national level and as an
institutional representative to IFLA and EBLIDA at international
level, there will be suggestion in this event, where a compre-
hensive reference to the strategy and policies developed by
the EEBEP today will take place in order to promote and de-
velop the role of libraries in Greece.

However, briefly, we could point out that the initiatives of
EEBEP concern towards a national strategy and a collabora-
tive framework for the formulation of requests, paying atten-
tion to the current problems of its members and libraries,
referring to the new trends in science of Librarianship and in-
formation.

The immediate objectives for the implementation of the
above strategy , are related to the effort to develop a national
policy on the creation of a National Libraries’ Council. More-
over, to organize a conference on the role of librarian in the
21st century as a scientist of information, to educate through
the organization of various courses of seminars in order to
contribute to continuing education and training of its members.
Finally, by issuing a series of publications, collaboration with
organizations from the book society, the union will be a chan-
nel of new ideas that concern a relative area.

The Greek state should pay more attention to lead to ac-
tions for upgraded libraries as centres of promotion of creative
expression and skills’ development. Therefore, libraries can be
an important factor in the development of social capital as an
added value through partnerships and networks of partner-
ships at local, regional, national and international level.

As a country we need a new institutional relationship and
cooperation, a new strategic planning for the Libraries in a Na-
tional Library Policy in order to develop our policy together and
organize the institutions that will coordinate and monitor dif-
ferent types of Libraries in our country.

Dear participants,

The fact that the realization of the current conference is
under the auspices of the Ministry of Education is an impor-
tant step in this direction. We all wish that the conclusions of
our dialogue will be given a fresh start and give many mes-
sages where is needed for the course and the role of libraries
in our country as well as in an international stage.

In fact, societies that invest in education, culture and
knowledge, is the society have a bright future and great per-
spectives because knowledge is the key weapon to equal and
active participation in a daily changing and evolving world.

Finally, | want to thank all the contributors of this organi-
zation and i ‘m sure that the work of this conference will con-
tribute to the new role and to the new data that take place in
libraries’ section. | would like also to express my gratitude for
the honour you did to me by calling me to address this wel-
come speech in today's event.
