fees. Interest and standard were maintained by affiliation to Trinity
| College of Music, London, which conducted annual examinations in

Nicosia. On the other hand the Public Library. opened in 1927. was in
continual demand (especially, owing to its warm in winter). We
collected some four thousand volumes in seven or cight languages, and
were no less encouraged than honoured by a gracious donation of fifty
good books personally chosen from her own library by Her Majesty
Queen Mary. The only newspaper taken in was The Times, all local
sheets being excluded by unanimous request of the mixed official, Greek,
and Turkish Committee. The building also housed the Medical Society **
and the Chess Club, both important in that they provided common
ground upon which (in default of mixed clubs) British and Cypriots
could meet on equal and non-political terms. I was informed that the
Medical Society soon degenerated from science into commerce and
politics; but the Chess Club, attended once a week by two or three
senior British officials besides myself, proved to the end so constant to
our ideal that no acrimony in the Legislative Council was sufficient to
. deter Cypriot members from their game, even though it had to be played
against a “Blue-blooded” immediately after an embittered debate. Dur-
ing my first session there was passed a Placards and Advertisements
ILaw on the lines of the Palestine Ordinance. My wife, in addition to
her normal duties, founded St Barnabas® School for blind children,
and was almost the only woman, British or Cypriot, to take an interest
in the Lepers’ Colony, visiting them constantly, and causing me to build
for them there a special hospital, clinic and nurses’ home.

The year 1928 saw the fifdeth anniversary of the British Occupation
of Cyprus, and I determined, after consultation with the Colonial Office,
to extract from this Jubilee something of that publicity which the Colony
so sorely needed. A Jubilee silver Crown Piece ** was struck and a set
of Jubilee stamps was issued (for twelve months only) which brought
to the exchequer a net and direct philatelic profit, over and above normal
postage requirements, of twenty thousand pounds. The sporting events
included a “Near East” Golf Tournament, and a Cyprus-Palestine Sports
Week, when a number of Palestine officials visited the Island, were
hospitably entertained by officers of the Government, attended the Races
