Hyacinthe, Que., in seventh place
for the second year; Walter Horn-
by, Hamilton, Ont., and Fred Ward
of New York, who dropped back six
places from his 1937 fourth position.
There were four other former win-
ners in the field, described by
DeMar as ‘‘the greatest I ever com-
peted against.” Dave Komonen of
Sudbury, Ont., who triumphed here
in 1934, placed thirteenth today; 54-
year-old Bill Kennedy of Green-
wich, Conn., who won back in 1917,
was twenty-sixth, and Ellison M.
(Tarzan) Brov i of Alton, R. I., the
Narragansett Indian who raced to
glory two years ago, was away back
in fifty-fourth ploce.
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
