“THE SPIRIT OF THE MARATHON”

The statue is a tribute to STYLIANOS KYRIAKIDES winner of the BOSTON
marathon in 1946, who used his victory to bring assistance from America to the
devastated from the 2" world war Greece.

KYRIAKIDES is seen on his way to victory. Next to him the spirit of SPYRIDON
LUIS, winner of the first modern Olympic marathon in 1896, urging KYRIAKIDES
on to victory.

The base of the sculpture, on one side shows demi-God PAN who helped the
Athenians defeat the Persians in the battle of Marathon in 490 B.C., and Phidippides
who run from Marathon to Athens to announce the victory news. On the other side
you see the face of KYRIAKIDES with the victory wreath.

The sculpture was created by the Rumanian-American artist MICO KAUFMAN and
itis a gift from NEW BALANCE ATHLETIC SHOE, to the people of Marathon.
