4 great number of excellent ifarathon runners from
all ever the werld hurried tc¢ Greece, wishing to fulfill
the dream eof zll iarathon runners of the world, to run the
original histerical distance fron M/ARATHON to ATHENS.
This was the very ccurse which was run by the ancient warrier
two thecusand four hundred years ago announcing the victory
of Greeks against the Persians and the course where the first
cfficial larathon Race was held on the first Olympic Games
in 1896, (#Winner: SPYROS LOUiS,Greece in 2 h.58' 50"-40 km,)

%2 entries reached the SEGAS,but finally I Marathon
runners reported for participation,

After & colerful lccal feast,the participants
started their gruelling but nnoble competition at 4,30 pm.
from the Church cf the village of Marathon. The start was
given by Stelies Kyrilakidis,former Greek Marathon runner,
(Boston Marathon winner in 1946 in 2h.2?'27",Balkan Games
and Greek ilarathon Championships winner}.

At the 5th Km.the runners turned to the left passed
by the ancient "TYMBOS" (Grave) and after deposing a laurel
wranch, contiaued their cerurse to Athens, ending the race
in the Paznathenean Stadiun.

In spite of the unusual rainy weather, which put
the runners before a very difficult task,the results are
considered as being extremely gond. The first four runners
improved the former distance best time held by B.Hogrewe,
Germany, < h.45'40" - 18.8.195I,

The European karathon Cheampion ef 1954 proved once
more his high class by winring the First International Clas-
sical Marathon Hace with the excellent time of 2 h,27' 30"
which is & new distance record,
