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Suggestions from the British Library

✓ Start small, start now - find creative ways to pilot new things

✓ Reflect, document and share your lessons learned, whether big or small

✓ Work with partners who can support organisational aims & objectives, 

e.g. The Carpentries, Wikimedia, Building Library Labs, etc

✓ Be as open as possible - this will unlock more value to your organisation

than anything else you do!

✓ Harness and celebrate the existing knowledge and skills of staff

✓ Invest in training staff so that they’re more able to collaborate on Digital 

Humanities projects with others - this investment will be repaid in 

successful grants and funding bids

✓ Share what didn’t work - this can save others time and effort

✓ Celebrate successes, whether as case studies or stories. The more you 

can share the words of your collaborators, the more convincing it’ll be

Source: Europe’s Digital humanities Landscape: a report from LIBER’s Digital Humanities & Digital Cultural Heritage Working

Group.
