KYRENIA

Kyrenia is a fascinating town located on the northern coast of Cyprus in
a setting where all the natural beauties are clustered. It is an ideal resort
for those who wish to relax at a peaceful place, away from bustling
city-life. There are luxury hotels, motels, picnic places and sandy
beaches stretching for kilometres on both sides of the town. One of the
attractions of Kyrenia is its historic castle and the tiny, horse-shoe
shaped harbour teeming with yachts. The castle, which was built by the
Byzantines and restored and reinforced by the Lusignans and
Venetians, still retains all its magnificence today.

Selected restaurants, attractive pubs and open-air cafeterias are
lined-up along the harbour.

There are scheduled ferry services from Tasucu (Turkey) to Kyrenia.

LEFKOSA

Cok eski bir kurulus tarihi vardir. Esas sehir,
Liizinyan devrinde gelismistir. Yesil hat diye bilinen
ve Turk ile Rum kesimlerini ayiran bir hatla ikiye
aynlan Lefkosa’'min kuzey bolimiinde Turkler
oturmaktadir.

Lefkosa etrafinda 1567°de Venedikliler tarafindan,
Turklere karsi savunma maksadi ile yapilmis kalin
ve yuksek surlar vardir. Bitiin Lefkosa’y ceviren
cember seklindeki bu surlarda onbir burg yer alir.
Konstanza diye bilinen ve simdi Rum kesiminde
bulunan burg tzerine Kibris'in Tirkler tarafindan
fethi sirasinda sehit diisen Bayraktarin Tiirbesi ve
Bayraktar Camii yapilmistir. Cami ile tiirbe 1963'te
baslatilan Rum saldirilar sonucu Rumlar tarafindan
yakilmis, yikilmistir.

Lefkosa, Orta Cag ve daha sonraki devrede yapilan
eserler bakimindan zengin bir sehirdir. Bu eserler
arasinda Gotik mimari tarzi ile Osmanh mimari
tarzinin gtizel 6rneklerini gérmek mimkanddr.

Ucyiiz seneden fazla Tiirk idaresinde kalmis olan
Kibnis'in, diger sehirlerinde oldugu gibi, eski
Lefkosa’da da bariz bir Ttirk sehri karakteri vardir.
Kibnis Turk Federe Devieti'ne hava yolu ulagimi,
Kibnis Turk Hava Yollannin tarifeli sefere koydugu
jet yolcu ucgaklariyla saglanmaktadir.

NICOSIA

Although Nicosia was founded in ancient times it
did not develop until the Lusignan Era.

Today, a green-line divides the city into Turkish
and Greek sectors. Turkish sector is to the north of
this line.

Massive walls encircling the old city were built by
the Venetians in 1576, with the aim of protecting
the city against a possible Turkish attack. These
walls, which still remain almost as they were built,
consist of eleven bastions. A charming mosque
was erected on Constanza bastion soon after the
Turkish conquest. This mosque, which contained
the tomb of and was dedicated to the memory of
Bayraktar (the standard bearer who was martyred
during one of the attacks on the city) was
demolished by the Greek Cypriots in 1963, in a
series of attacks directed against the Turkish
Cypriots and their property.

In Nicosia, there are a lot of historic monuments
dating from the Middle Ages and subsequent eras.
Among these are several examples of the Gothic
and Ottoman architectural structures.

Since Cyprus stayed under the Turkish Rule for
more than three centuries, all the towns in the
island bear the characteristics of typical Turkish
towns. Nicosia is not an exception to this.

There are scheduled flights from Ercan Airport

Sicilya ve Sardinya’dan sonra,
Akdeniz’de Gclinct buyiik ada olan Kibns, Ttiirkiye’den 70 km. uzakta,
cam, zeytin ve harup agaclan ile kaph daglara, yemyesil vadilere ve
kilometrelerce uzanan altin sansi, kumluk sahillere sahiptir.

Cografi durumu dolayisiyle, eski
devirlerden itibaren birgok devletlerin istilasina ugrayan Kibris, sirasiyla
Hititler, Misirhlar, Asurlular, Persler, Romalilar, Bizanshlar, Liizinyanlar
ve Venedikliler tarafindan idare edilmis, 1571°de Osmanh imparatorlu-
gunun bir pargasi haline gelmistir. Ada, 1878’e kadar Tiirk Idaresinde
kalmis, bu tarihte yapilan bir anlasma ile ingilizlere kiralanmistir. 1914'te

sonuclanmis ve Kibnis Turkleri kurtanlarak ozgtrliklerine kavusturul-
mustur. Bugiin Ada’nin kuzeyinde, tamamiyle Turklerden olusan
bolgede, Kibris Tirk Federe Devleti kurulmustur.

TURKISH FEDERATED STATE OF CYPRUS

With its unique historic treasures and natural beauties Cyprus is a
paradise island situated in the blue Mediterranean. Cyprus, which is the
third biggest island in the Mediterranean, after Sicily and Sardinia, is
covered with pine, carob and olive-clad mountains and verdant valleys
fringed with golden beaches stretching away for kilometres.

In addition to luxury hotels, idyllic beaches and traditional Turkish
hospitality, here you can find little and cosy restaurants, typical of
Cyprus, which provide various spiced Turkish dishes like kebab stuffed
vegetables and other delicacies.

Neolithic remains discovered in Cyprus indicate that civilization began in
the island in VI. millenium B.C. Owing to its geographical position,
Cyprus was conquered and ruled by many empires throughout ages.
The earliest conquerors being Hittites who were followed by the
Egyptians, Assyrians, Persians, Romans, Byzantines, Lusignans,
Venetians and Turks. Cyprus stayed under Turkish Rule from 1571 to
1878. In 1878 the island was ceded to Great Britain by way of leasing
and in 1960 it was granted independence and the Republic of Cyprus
was founded by the Turkish and Greek Communities. In 1963 Greek
Cypriots launched armed attacks against the Turkish community with
the aim of expelling the Turks from Cyprus and uniting the island with
Greece. These attacks, during which many Turks were subjected to
genocide or driven out of their houses and land, continued
intermittently until 1974 when Turkey exercising her treaty-rights
intervened and put an end to the plight of the Turkish Community.
Soon after the Turkish Peace Operation, Turkish Cypriots established
the Turkish Federated State of Cyprus in the northern part of the island.

FAMAGUSTA

Famagusta, which was originally founded as a
small commercial port and fishing town, flourished
in XIll. century during the Lusignan period and
became an important trading centre between the
East and West.

With nearly 365 places of worship and numerous
palaces belonging to the nobles of that age, it was
one of the most prosperous cities on the
Mediterranean.

Of the cathedrals built in Famagusta, the Cathedral
of St. Nicholas, where the Lusignan Kings were
crowned, remains to-day as a fine example of
Gothic architecture. Soon after the Turkish
conquest in 1571, an elegant minaret was added to
this cathedral and it was converted into a mosque
and named after Lala Mustafa Pasa, the comman-
der of the Turkish forces which conquered the
island.
