The dramatic changes which have occured during the recent years
in the Cypriot Society owing to the consequences of the Turkish inva-
sion and occupation on the one hand and to the advent of the informa-
tion technology on the other hand inevitably affect the educational policy
of our country.

The new educational reforms necessitate revolutionary changes to
the methods of teaching and learning in order that education be in ac-
cord to the political, economic, social and psychological realities of our
days.

For the functioning of the new syllabuses, and the application of the
modern teaching-learning methods, the Ministry of Education, through its
Peadagogical Institute, organises a series of seminars and refresh
courses for the education and training of teachers and libraries.

One important thing, however, which is dangerously neglected, is the
upgrading of libraries at all educational levels and the recognition of the
dynamic role they can play in the new educational effort. Libraries
should be given a key role if we really aim at the creation of a living
school which would produce cultured citizens with skills and thirst for
new knowledge and lifelong education of which the compulsory school-
ing constitutes only its first stage

The papers to be presented at the symposium will firstly focus on
the functioning weaknesses of school libraries and secondly will make
suggestions for corrective measures to be taken, emphasizing the need
for an increased awareness of the value of school libraries and for a
proper organization in close cooperation with each other and in an inte-
grated national library structure.
