The librarian’s role in planning and implementing
educational activities: librarian’s views

Abstract

In Libraries of all kinds, librarians undertake on their own initiative or under the
instruction or the encouragement of their Department or of a third party,
implementation of actions & various events, which emphasize the social nature of
libraries, but mostly support one of their key role: the educative.

There is a broad variety of types of meetings (seminars, workshops, exhibitions, etc.),
of public attendance (infants, children, students, adults, men, women, unemployed or
other special groups) and themes of educational activities:

» Familiarization with the Library and its material

* Information literacy

* Training on history, arts, literature, new technology or other subjects
» Training on health, safety or other issues

In this research (1) we systematically examine the range of educational programs and
actions offered by libraries around the world, focusing on those offered by the Greek
public libraries. In this paper we wish to present the views of approximately one
hundred and fifty-Greek librarians -working in public libraries-, on the educational
role of libraries and their own role in that mission(2). In particular, librarians provide
answers to the following and several other questions:

+ How important do they consider the library educational role in relation to the other
library roles in terms of information, culture and entertainment?
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* Who should, according to their opinion, be in charge of the design and
implementation of Library training activities? Do they have the sufficient knowledge
for these tasks?

» Which factors according to their opinion, hinder or impede the implementation of
educational activities?

» Should the "design and implementation of educational activities in libraries" be a
topic in the undergraduate or postgraduate curriculum of Library Science Departments
or even the main theme of a Master Degree Program?
