Abstract

This paper presents the author’s thoughts and assessments on information
literacy matters placed among four sections. The first section includes comments
on various Greek terminology developed, in order to describe the meaning of
information literacy, as well as comments on problems raised upon the definition
of information literacy as depicted in relevant bibliography. The second section
presents a critical appraisal of the dialogue on information literacy developed in
the Greek academic environment. The third section includes an evaluation of the
student-library relation and course-library relation, which is based upon the
empirical data derived from the Panteion University Library. The last section
describes the information literacy as a movement intended to contribute to
reforming higher education in Greece. A few different ideas are submitted as
proposals for promoting the information literacy movement.
