God end the wishes of the Greeks, it seems, were on my side and
after a elose run up Lo the 24th mile I started sprinting and so
finished first and was awarded the dlamond studded medal of America.

The Governor and sueh American officials as Mr, mm-. 0.8. of
U.85.A., were anong those -ho watched the run,

The Governor of nuulhmm invited me to his office t.ho next
day and after congratulating me for the second ¢ ime, presented me
with the badge and pemnant of the State,

The Mayor alsc invited me and in the Muanieipality buildiung I
signed in the big book and hed my piecture taken tocomr with thoae
two personalities.

I was asked to speak in the State liouse, 1.e. the Pu-u-ut.
which Idld expressing the thanks of Creece for what thq have done,
are doing and will do,

The Mayors of all the suburbs have invited me to spsak and I
40 not know how I am going to respond to sll those invitations.

What is being said about Greece is hardly imaginable and many
are the gifts of food and clothing. I have asked a committee to
undertake all thet and shall hold qrult et the disposal of AH.E.P.A.
